Ensure good grip on saw and balanced stance
Don’t bend over the blade or stand in direct line

Personal protective measures — PPE, gloves,

eye, skin, hearing

Always wear the personal protective equipment as set
by the saw manufacturer, job site requirements, and Never work with saw above your shoulders; when working
local regulations on height, you should use a platform/scaffold, not a ladder
Cut with the lower quadrant of the blade to

reduce kickback

Turn off saw before carrying to new location
Store batteries in well ventilated cool environment

Things to look for: Use proper disc

Battery charge level Follow all instructions and warnings in the tool
